New JETSET Level 7 (CEF C2)

A NEW higher level JETSET qualifi cation, CEF level C2 (Mastery), will be available from 
September 2010. The new level 7 is a very high level qualifi cation; testing candidates in all of 
the four skills – Reading, Writing, Listening and Speaking – at the highest level available. The 
qualifi cation will be available On-Demand.

The Common European Framework (CEF) level describes what a candidate will be capable of 
doing at the C2 Mastery level: “Can understand with ease virtually everything heard or read. Can 
summarise information from different spoken and written sources, reconstructing arguments and 
accounts in a coherent presentation. Can express him/herself spontaneously, very fl uently and 
precisely, differentiating fi ner shades of meaning even in the most complex situations.”
